What is a Florida-Friendly Landscape?

A Florida-Friendly Landscape is a quality landscape
that is designed and maintained according to the nine
Florida-Friendly Landscaping™ principles.

These principles, based on University of Florida re-

search, reduce environmental impact and produce an
aesthetically pleasing, lower-maintenance landscape,
while helping to protect the state's natural resources.

Not all Florida-Friendly Landscapes look alike. A wide
variety of attractive forms and styles can be used, and
may incorporate both native and non-native plants.

Florida-Friendly Plants in the Florida
Botanical Gardens

The Florida Botanical Gardens is home to many
plants that are on the UF list of Florida-Friendly
plants. This brochure highlights only a few of them!
For more, look for a “Florida-Friendly Plant” tag on
signs in the Gardens. Florida natives have a “Flor-
ida-Friendly Native” tag. All natives are, of course,
Florida-Friendly.
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The UF list is meant as a starting guide to choosing
appropriate plants for certain Florida conditions.
Plants not on the list may be well-adapted to Florida
landscape conditions.

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THE 9 FLORIDA-FRIENDLY
LANDSCAPING™ PRINCIPLES

1) RIGHT PLANT, RIGHT PLACE

Select plants suited for a specific location. They
will then thrive on minimal amounts of water,
fertilizer, and pesticides.

2) WATER EFFICIENTLY

Irrigate only when needed during cooler times
of day, and check your irrigation system regu-
larly for leaks and clogs.

3) FERTILIZE APPROPRIATELY

Apply fertilizers according to UF/IFAS recom-
mendations, and only when plants are actively
growing.

4) MULCH

Maintain a 2-3" layer of mulch on landscape
beds to retain soil moisture and prevent weeds
and erosion.

5) ATTRACT WILDLIFE
Choose plants with fruits or berries to attract
birds and other pollinators.

6) MANAGE YARD PESTS RESPONSIBLY
Practice Integrated Pest Management, using as
few chemicals as possible for a healthy, sustain-
able approach.

7) RECYCLE

Return valuable nutrients to the soil and reduce
waste disposal by composting turfgrass clip-
pings, leaves, etc.

8) REDUCE STORMWATER RUNOFF

Use features on your landscape like earth shap-
ing and rain gardens to prevent rainwater run-
off of fertilizers and pesticides into stormdrains.

9) PROTECT THE WATERFRONT

Protect the water body you live on with a 10
low-maintenance zone between the shoreline
and your landscape.
